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Pollen and Allergy Season 

The State of Georgia requires each student to receive 

90 hours of physical education each year. Your child 

satisfies part of this requirement through a weekly P.E. 

class with our specialist, Larry Satchwell. The rest of 

this requirement is met through daily teacher directed 

P.E. (T.D.P.E. or as some say, recess). Some parents 

are requesting that their child stay inside during 

T.D.P.E. due to pollen allergies, etc.  Since the State of 

Georgia mandates the P.E. requirement, it will be 

necessary for you to supply the school with a doctor’s 

prescription stating that your child cannot be outside 

for P.E. The note must be specific and contain a time 

frame that the child must stay inside. If the doctor 

designates a certain pollen count to stay inside, it will 

be the parent’s  responsibility to let the teacher know if 

and when that occurs so the child may stay indoors.  

Not meeting the required P.E. hours may result in a 

lowered grade in P.E. for your student. Please 

remember, no student will stay inside without a 

doctor’s note as discussed earlier. Thank you for your 

cooperation in this important matter. 

Permissive Transfers 

Parents if your child attends  Shiloh Elementary on a 

permissive transfer, now is the time to reapply  for the 

2011-2012 school year. As in the past,  permissive 

transfer are only granted to students who are in good 

standing in the areas of discipline, attendance and 

academics. Failure to remain in good standing may 

result in the permissive transfer being revoked. All 

students on a permissive transfer must provide their 

own transportation.

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Bullying 

Bullying is not tolerated at any Gwinnett County Public School.  Shiloh Elementary is no exception.  

Recently the state of Georgia has updated its definition of bullying.  The definition is written for you below.  

Gwinnett County’s Discipline Handbook provides a series of consequences should this behavior occur.  

Consequences are listed below as well.  Please know that at Shiloh Elementary every effort is made to 

create a safe and secure environment that is conducive to the best teaching and learning for all. 

What is bullying?  Operational Definition from the State Code of Georgia 

Bullying: 1) any willful attempt or threat to inflict injury on another person, when accompanied by an 

apparent present ability to do so 2) any intentional display of force such as would give the victim reason to 

fear or expect immediate bodily injury or harm or 3) any intentional written, verbal, or physical act, which a 

reasonable person would perceive as being intended to threaten, harass, or intimidate that: a) causes 

substantial physical harm, b) substantially interferes with a student’s education, c) is so severe, persistent or 

pervasive that it creates an intimidating/threatening educational environment or d) disrupts the orderly 

operation of school. 

 Process at Shiloh Elementary 

Immediate referral to administrative team 

Written statements from all parties involved 

Separate interview of all parties including witnesses by administrator 

Administrative Team decides if bullying has occurred as defined by state law. 

Notification of parents of all parties 

 

In accordance with The Gwinnett County Discipline Handbook, 

First offense:  Administrative Conference-4 days In School Suspension 

Second offense: Administrative Conference-4 days Out of School Suspension, Advise County 

Discipline Office and Act on recommendations from county. 

Third Offense: Treated as a level III offense.  Administrative Conference-Up to 10 days of Outside 

School Suspension, Advise County Discipline Office and act on recommendations from county. 

Administrators may exercise discretion in response to individual circumstances.

2012 school year. Students will be expected to dress in a manner that is supportive of a positive learning 

environment. Students are strongly encouraged to wear selected uniforms Monday through Thursday.
