IGPro Grade Report Parent Guide 

At Shiloh Elementary, parents receive a grade report every three weeks.  The purpose of this communication is to 

keep you as up to date as possible with your child’s progress.  Our Parent Coordinator, Dr. Dickey, has put 

together a guide to ease your understanding of this report.  It is important to remember that some grades are 

weighted differently than others.  Grades are not simply averaged.  The weight of each grade is taken into account 

when calculating a grade.  For instance, a test grade is weighted more heavily than a daily assignment.  Another 

thing to remember is that if a student has a “Missing Assignment,” they will be asked to make up the assignment 

during an early morning session scheduled with the teacher.  This Study Hall usually takes place at 7:15 on the 

Wednesday after the IGPro Grade Report is sent.   For even more up to date information with regards to grades, 

parents may sign up for the Parent Portal.  This allows you to see grades within 24 hours of the teacher entering 

them.
