Kindergarten Registration will be Thursday, May 5, 2011 from 10 am to 6 pm  in the Media Center. 

This event is for parents and guardians of children who will be five years old on or before September 1, 

2011. Please bring to registration official certified documents showing proof of birth, proof of resi-

dency for Shiloh Elementary's attendance zone with parentôs name and address, Georgia Certifi-

cate of Immunization Form #3231, Georgia VHD Form #3300 (verifying vision, hearing, and dental 

exams), photo ID of enrolling adult, proof of custody/guardianship (if not birth parent), child's so-

cial security number, and a copy of the pre-K progress report (if available). 

 

Kindergarten Carousel will be Tuesday, May 17, 2011 from 6:30 pm to 8:00 pm.  The event will be for 

parents and incoming Kindergarten students.  Parents will be presented with vital information about Kin-

dergarten while their child participates in activities with our Kindergarten teachers.     

 

Kindergarten Roundup will be June 28-30, 2011 from 9:00 am to 12:00 pm at Shiloh Elementary.  This 

will be an opportunity for incoming Kindergarteners to participate in math and literacy activities, to have 

fun with art projects, and to get to know their way around Shiloh.

Pollen and Allergy Season 

The State of Georgia requires each student to receive 90 hours of physical education each year. Your 

child satisfies part of this requirement through a weekly P.E. class with our specialist, Larry Satchwell. 

The rest of this requirement is met through daily teacher directed P.E. (T.D.P.E. or as some say, recess). 

Some parents are requesting that their child stay inside during T.D.P.E. due to pollen allergies, etc.  Since 

the State of Georgia mandates the P.E. requirement, it will be necessary for you to supply the school with 

a doctorôs prescription stating that your child cannot be outside for P.E. The note must be specific and 

contain a time frame that the child must stay inside. If the doctor designates a certain pollen count to stay 

inside, it will be the parentôs  responsibility to let the teacher know if and when that occurs so the child 

may stay indoors.  Not meeting the required P.E. hours may result in a lowered grade in P.E. for your stu-

dent. Please remember, no student will stay inside without a doctorôs note as discussed earlier. Thank you 

for your cooperation in this important matter
