AYP 

Congratulations to our Shiloh Elementary staff and students for once again making AYP! For those of you 

who are not aware, AYP stands for Adequate Yearly Progress. As part of the No Child Left Behind Legisla-

tion (NCLB), each school is required to meet an Annual Measurable Objective (AMO) in both math and read-

ing/language arts . The test we use to measure student achievement  in Georgia is the CRCT which students 

take at the end of school each year. The AMO to make AYP will rise each year until 2014 when 100% of stu-

dents must meet the AMO. The AMO is measured by the percentage of students that fall into the MEETS and 

EXCEEDS performance standards on the CRCT. The math AMO for last year was 67.7% and the reading/

language arts AMO was 73.3%.  The AMO for the 2010-11 school year  will be 75% for math and 80% for 

reading/language arts. AYP is calculated for grades 3, 4 and 5. In addition to all students in these grades need-

ing to meet the AMO to make AYP, each school has sub-groups of students which must also meet the AMO 

for AYP. The sub-groups at Shiloh ES are black, white, Hispanic, economically disadvantaged and students 

with disabilities (SWD). If one group in either subject area does not make the AMO, then the entire school will 

not make AYP. In Georgia, good student attendance is a second requirement that all schools must meet in or-

der to make AYP.  15%  or more of students in each sub-group cannot be absent more than 14 days to meet the 

attendance criteria for AYP.  Once again, failure to meet the criteria either in academics or attendance will re-

sult in Shiloh ES not making AYP.  As you can see, it is a very complex process and we are very proud of our 

positive results for the 2009-2010 school year.  

 

Responsibility 

Once our students have left for the day we do not allow them to return to the classroom for forgotten items. 

Teachers lock their doors when leaving and it is our policy to not unlock the doors for any reason. Students 

may want to have a homework buddy to call in case they have forgotten an assignment. This policy helps the 

students learn responsibility for their belongings and assignments.

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Parent Visitation Policy 
At Shiloh ES we are trying to promote positive partnerships between home and school. We encourage you to visit the 

school and make classroom visits; however, GCPS policy indicates that “parents and visitors should make an appoint-

ment to see a teacher, the Principal, the counselor, or to visit their children‟s classes.”This policy is in place to eliminate 

disruptions to your child and other students‟ learning environment.  Therefore, administration is requesting that you 

schedule a time with your child‟s teacher at least 24 hours in advance of the date you wish to observe  the class.  Obser-

vations shall not last longer than 30 minutes and any questions you have should be discussed in a subsequent conference 

that you set up with the teacher.   

 

Physical Education 
Dear Parents/Guardians, 

I would like to welcome you to Shiloh Elementary Physical Education.  My name is Larry Satchwell and I have been at 

Shiloh since the beginning.  It is a great place to be.  My 4 youngest children attended Shiloh.  This school is full of won-

derful children, teachers and administrators. 

 

Academic Knowledge and Skills for physical education provide children with opportunities to develop the physical com-

petencies that lead to confidence and participation in physical activity for a lifetime.  The program is designed to focus 

on three major areas that contribute to student‟s physical health and well being. 

 

Movement Competencies.  In the early grades, for example, the program emphasizes the variety of ways we travel (e.g., 

running, skipping, hopping), changes of directions and speeds, and different ways to balance, jump and land. 

Movement Concepts and Principles. Basic motor skills such as throwing, kicking, volleying, and striking with a rac-

quet or a bat are taught.  In the upper grades the students are taught how to use these fundamental skills in game situa-

tions, gymnastics and various forms of rhythmical movements.  Most often these are child designed, giving students 

more discretion of their own learning. 

Fitness Concepts are taught throughout the program.  They include ways to improve cardiovascular endurance, muscu-

lar strength, and flexibility. 

 

My goal is to help children find a variety of ways to enjoy being physically active so that they will be able to get all of 

the physical, emotional, intellectual and social benefits that come to someone who is physically active throughout his or 

her life. 

 

At Shiloh Elementary participation in physical education is expected of everyone.  For your child‟s safety, gym shoes are 

required.  Without gym shoes your child will not be allowed to participate. 

 

Listed below are the gymnasium rules and consequences for inappropriate behavior. 

Rules:      

1.  Wear gym shoes.  2.  Respect yourself and others.  

3.  Move carefully.  4.  Use equipment with care.  

 

Students‟ performance will be evaluated with a variety of assessment tools including, observational checklists, peer as-

sessments, and self-assessments. The list below outlines the grading scale. 

E  = Student went above and beyond what was required and participated in every class. 

S   = Student met the requirements. 

N  = Student was very close but fell short of meeting the requirements. 

U  = Student did not meet the requirements. 

As a teacher I recognize that children are at different developmental levels, with a variety of needs and interests.  For this 

reason in every class I attempt to provide students with learning experiences that are both beneficial and enjoyable.  Each 

lesson is also adjusted to take into account the wide range of skills and fitness levels that characterize children in the ele-

mentary level.
