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AYP - Adequate Yearly Progress

Congratulations to our Shiloh Elementary staff and students for once again
making AYP! For those of you who are not aware, AYP stands for
Adequate Yearly Progress. As part of the No Child Left Behind

Legislation (NCLB), each school is required to meet an Annual

Measurable Objective (AMO) in both math and reading/language arts .

The test we use to measure student achievement in Georgia is the CRCT
which students take at the end of school each year. The AMO to make
AYP will rise each year until 2014 when 100% of students must meet the
AMO. The AMO is measured by the percentage of students that fall into
the MEETS and EXCEEDS performance standards on the CRCT. The
math AMO for last year was 75.7% and the reading/language arts AMO
was 80%. The AMO for the 201112 school year will be 83.8% for math and 86.7% for reading/language arts.
AYP is calculated for grades 3rd, 4th and 5th. In addition to all students in these grades needing to meet the
AMO to make AYP, each school has sgitoups of students which must also meet the AMO for AYP. The sub
-groups at Shiloh ES are Black, White, Hispanic, economically disadvantaged and students with disabilities
(SWD). If one group in either subject area does not make the AMO, then the entire school will not make AYF
In Georgia, good student attendance is a second requirement that all schools must meet in order to make A
15% or more of students in each ggrioup cannot be absent more than 14 days to meet the attendance criteria
for AYP. Once again, failure to meet the criteria either in academics or attendance will result in Shiloh ES no
making AYP. As you can see, it is a very complex process and we are very proud of our positive results for t

GUIDELINES FOR PROCEDURES FOR STUDENTS
LEFT OR RETURNED TO SCHOOL AFTER DISMISSAL

Dear Parents,

The Board of Education has adopted a stricter policy concerning children being left at school after dismissal
being returned to school on the bus due to no adult being home or at the bus stop. We want you to be awar
this policy so you can make arrangements to prevent problems.

The policy is as follows:

« For the first two incidences of a child not being picked up or being
returned to school on the bus due to no adult being home, the schoo
make every effort to contact t|
contact.

« On the third incident, the school will contact the parent, guardian, or
emergency contact for pick up AND will notify the Gwinnett County
School Office for Safety and Security. A School Resource Officer wi
contact the parent and explain that the Department of Family and
Chil drendéds services will be col
returned to the school.

« On the fourth incident , the school principal, or designee, will call the
Department of Family and chil di . o ™  __5 ar
neglect.

As stated earlier, this is a new policy that we want to make sure you know about in order to make safe

arrangements for your children after school hours.
